By building a powerful offense
around the “T“ and single-wing formations, Coach Markey was able to guide
the Vikings into third place this year.

Because ol the strong Viking line, Northeast had the best delensive record
this season, having only 20 points scored against it. In the last four seasons,
Northeast's opponents have crossed the Viking goal line only 12 times, making
a total of 77 points. This is an average of 3.2 points & game for the opposition.
This is the best defensive record in the league. Northeast and Coach Markey
can be proud of this record.

Four Northeast Vikings were honored by winning berths on the All-Star

Six of this season's
starting line-up and two additional letlermen are retuming, making a total of
eight lettermen for next fall,
